H:	Granite Tower Islands cutting through the Wells-Lamson Quarry.

K: 	Millstone Hill touring Center/ Trailhead
L: 	The Bridge. A 20’ swatch of land between the Wells-Lamson Quarry and the Canton Quarry. The trail sits about 150’ above the Canton Quarry to the South and 300’ above the Wells-Lamson Quarry to the North. The Bridge is accessed via a pedestrian hiking trail.
M. 	Abandoned Derrick Boom. This Derrick boom was used to service both the Canton Quarry and the Marr-Gordon quarry.
N. 	Grand Lookout. Views northwest towards Barre Town.
